Framework for Plan Development/Content
· Vision for the area – what we’re hoping to accomplish with the plan, what kinds of places we want to create

· All Principles and Objectives assumed to govern plan

· Building heights by area/frontage (e.g., MLK, Estes, etc.) including step-backs where desired

· General idea of character of building setbacks from the road

· Permitted and proscribed uses by area, e.g., 

· Can be residential

· Must be residential

· Can be mixed use

· Cannot be big box/high density retail

· No purpose-built student dorms

· Etc.

· Mandatory green and public space allocations overall and/or by area

· Town square

· Community parks

· Trails, etc.

· Outline of new road network and connectivity with existing, improvements to existing roads
· Bicycle and pedestrian paths and facilities
· Key performance indicators for traffic

· Level of traffic/functionality at intersections and/or along roads

· Maximum level of permissible mitigation measures

· Provides boundaries or parameters for density

· Other committee recommendations/requirements for Council, e.g.,

· Linkage of development timing to development of Carolina North

· Need for special environmental protections

· Preferences for uses where not mandated

· Desired locations for traffic calming and crosswalks

· Etc.
