	Discussion of Affordable Housing Options for the Area
	The committee reviewed information about the applicant pools of the non-profit organizations and discussed the appropriate income level to target for affordable housing.  There seemed to be consensus among providers that the need is greatest among those in the income range of 0-60% AMI. There was also interest in trying to serve a variety of income levels.
The committee discussed issues of transportation and parking for low-income families and the possible need to modify the existing transit service schedule to accommodate needs of low-income families in affordable housing (i.e. hospital employees working 3rd shift). 
The committee discussed the amenities and sizes of units that would work for the clients of providers.
The committee discussed the need for bringing the University to the table to be part of the discussion. 

The committee discussed the possibility of using universal design standards for affordable housing at Obey Creek.
