Existing Conditions:
· 1. Property lines, minimum building setbacks, buffers, RCD boundary; 
· 2.  All trees on the lot 12” in diameter or greater and their critical root zones; Pines are to be shown at 18” dbh; and other native species such as dogwood, beech, cedar, holly and magnolia are to be shown at 6” dbh or greater (see Tree Protection Ordinance Section 5.7.6b for a complete listing of rare and specimen species.)  At a minimum, show those trees within 50 feet of disturbed areas.
· 3.  Trees on adjacent property that may have root zones and/or canopies that could be affected by proposed construction; and

· 4. Existing site features such as structures, easements, utilities, or driveways to remain.

Proposed Construction:

· 1. Clearing limits line with tree protection fence;
· 2.  Detail of tree protection fence and Town standard landscape protection notes;
· 3.  Footprint of structure or addition, including decks, patios, carports;
· 4.  Access drive(s), parking areas, walkways, utilities, drainage swales, pipes;

· 5.  Grading for proposed improvements; and
· 6.  Construction access, parking, storage, staging areas.
Project Information:

· 1. Name of project, property owner’s name, tax map reference number or address of property;

· 2.  Square footage of disturbed area;
· 3.  Date and scale of plan; and
· 4.  Person responsible for plan, phone numbers.
