ABOUT THE AWARD

The Cal Horton Award annually recognizes an outstanding Town employee with at least 10 years of service. Town employees submit nominations and a committee of employees selects the winner. The award is presented at an annual ceremony to recognize all the nominees and announce the winner. Cal Horton served as Chapel Hill Town Manager from 1990 - 2006. Upon his retirement, the Chamber of Commerce raised funds to create the award in his honor. 


AWARD CRITERIA 

A nominee must be an individual employee with at least 10 years of service and should:

· Be a positive contributor to the success of their crew, team, unit, division, and department.
· Routinely go above and beyond in order to help others and accomplish tasks
· Set an example for others in work ethic, attendance, personal values, and relationships.
· Be respected by their peers and may serve as a mentor for peers and new employees
· Represent our mission of learning, serving, and working together to build a community where people thrive. 
· Represent our RESPECT values (Responsibility, Equity, Safety, Professionalism, Ethics, Communication, Teamwork)

The following employees are not eligible for nomination:
· Department Heads and current Cal Horton Committee members
· Employees teams or work groups
· Employees facing disciplinary action or have had disciplinary action in the previous 12 months
