Clean and maintain 

spaces.  Distribute lunch and snacks.  Be flexible and adapt to changes; assist and support where 

needed.

Jr. Counselors will be asked to assist the camp coordinator and summer camp counselors.  This will 
include assisting coordinators with a wide range of tasks to help the camp function safely and efficiently, 
including set-up and break-down of activities and meals and cleaning as well as leading activities during 
the camp day.  

 

What you’ll do at work: 

- Assist at sign-in and sign-out tables, retrieving children as parents sign them out. 
- Help counselors run group games and arts and crafts. 
- Assist coordinators with supply retrieval at the beginning of the day. 
- Count and verify lunch delivery (milk and meals). 
- Serve lunch and snacks to campers. 
- Set-up and break-down table and chairs before and after lunch. 
- Sweep and mop floors after lunch/snack. 
- Check and sweep restrooms, flush and plunge if necessary. 
- Assist with sanitizing.
